2009 SHOW SCENE
The final show of the year with tickets for Norfolk Terriers is the Ladies’ Kennel Association Show (LKA).  Norfolks were judged on Saturday 12th December by specialist Mr Bryan Claydon.  He chose for his Best of Breed the bitch CC winner, Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s BELLEVILLE INTUITION, who went on to win Group 4 in the Terrier Group judged by Dr P Dondina ;   this was a second CC for B Intuition, she is by Ch Belleville Thunderstruck out of Belleville Rendition.

The Dog CC once again went to the top Norfolk of the year, Diane Jenkins’ CH KINSRIDGE TOP DOLLAR JW, (by Kinsridge Jack Daniels ex Ch Kinsridge Sunflower), this gave him his 11th CC of the year, plus 2 gained in 2008, 13 in total; it is quite an achievement from winning the dog CC at Crufts in March through to LKA in December, keeping him in coat and showing enthusiastically throughout the year. 

The RCC in dogs was the Christmas Open Show BIS, black & tan JAEVA POCKET ROCKET, his details are below.   But winning her first RCC was Elisabeth Matell’s CRACKNOR CUSTOM MADE, a Coco granddaughter by Am Ch Cause A Comotion out of her much travelled Am Ch Cracknor Copydex who won Junior Bitch here at LKA in 2002.  Best puppy from the Minor Puppy Bitch class was Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s BELLEVILLE RED DAWN (Ch Belleville Premonition – Rouletta Red Delicious Leaf).

THE NORFOLK TERRIER CLUB OF G.B. CHRISTMAS OPEN SHOW
With no championship shows with CCs for Norfolk Terriers this year since our Club Show in September, the Norfolk exhibitors had to wait until Saturday 28th November for the Christmas Open Show, which was judged this year by Mr Geoff Buckley, who breeds the Buckara Norfolks and who has stewarded on many occasions for the club.  It was held at Tomlinson’s Canine Centre in Markfield, Leics, but it proved to be rather a cold venue for a winter show. 21 dogs and 56 bitches were entered, but the bad weather caused a lot of absentees, rather disappointing, as the committee had been very busy making mince pies and worked hard to make it all fun for the exhibitors. 

Andrew Gullick piloted the black & tan dog JAEVA POCKET ROCKET to Best In Show; he is owned jointly by Jackie Phillips and Marian Sargent and bred by Martin Phillips by Jaeva For Heavens Sake out of Jaeva Black Eyed Pea. Best Opposite Sex and Reserve Best in Show was Bryan and Marilyn Claydon’s dual CC winning bitch BRYMARDEN COPPER KETTLE (Brymarden Carbon Copy – Brymarden Can Can).  Best Puppy overall, who was also handled by Andrew and bred by Martin, was the 10 month old bitch owned by Mrs Beatrice Phillips and Mrs Kate Tate, JAEVA HELLS FURY by Ch Jaeva For Petes Sake out of Jaeva Helfa Leather.

Reserve Best Dog was Mrs Beverley Fraser’s JAEVA MIDAS TOUCH AT SALTARELLO (Jaeva Rags to Riches x Rushmi Hot Love); Reserve Best Bitch went to Mrs Jill Stevenson’s BRICKIN SKIP AWAY (SACh Macsnest Nik The Kaluha of Collaton (imp) – Ch Brickin Fly Away), and her PENMIRE WILD BRAMBLE by Brickin Magic Gesture out of  Penmire Magnolia Blossom, bred by Miss Eileen Batley was Best Dog Puppy.

NORFOLK TERRIER CLUB OF GREAT BRITAIN CHAMPIONSHIP SHOW

Mrs Ruth Corkhill, a member for many years and breeder of the Redash Norwich Terriers was our judge at our show held at Brackley Leisure Centre on Saturday 26th September.   Her choice for Best In Show and the Bitch CC was Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s CH BELLEVILLE SILK PETTICOAT by SA Ch Macsnest Nik The Kaluha at Collaton (imp), out of Ch Belleville Petticoat Lane this is Midge’s 5th CC of the year, all with Best of Breed from 10 shows attended.  The dog CC and Reserve Best in Show went to the leading Norfolk this year, Diane Jenkins' CH KINSRIDGE TOP DOLLAR JW, who is also homebred by Kinsridge Jack Daniels out of 

Ch Kinsridge Sunflower; from the 11 shows he has entered this year Shrek has won 10 CCs plus 2 last year, with 7 Best of Breeds plus 1 last year.  

The reserve CC in dogs went to another from Cathy’s kennel in BELLEVILLE BLACKLACE, her junior black & tan who won a CC last week at Darlington - this makes his 5th RCC; he is also by Linda & Michael Philip’s imported dog SA Ch Macsnest Nik The Kaluha at Collaton out of Belleville Lace Petticoat.  The bitch RCC was won by VALENTINES CHERRY CRUMBLE, bred and exhibited by Karen Hurrion, they won their first ever CC together at Paignton this year – the bitch is by Ch Belleville Premonition out of Tyark Treacle.

Only five dog puppies appeared in the two puppy dog classes from 8 entries, but the two puppy bitch classes attracted large entries of 12 in MPB and 11 in PB, with the 6½ month minor puppy bitch winner triumphing overall to become Best Puppy: Margaret Ruffles with RUFFNOR OFF THE PEG, her litter sister RUFFNOR OFFBEAT was second to her in her class, they are by Ch Off The Cuff by Richell out of Ruffnor Secret Desire; it was good to see Margaret back in the ring.

DARLINGTON

This show is now held at Newby Hall near Ripon in North Yorkshire and Norfolks were judged by Mrs Brenda Banbury on the first day, Friday 18th September.  Cathy Thompson-Morgan did very well under her winning both CCs and Best Puppy.  Having left the two recently successful ‘Dices’ at home it was the turn of the Petticoat line. Her CH BELLEVILLE SILK PETTICOAT re-emerged after a mid summer break to win Best of Breed, and her year younger half brother, BELLEVILLE BLACKLACE won his first CC after several RCCs; they are both by SA Ch Macsnest Nik The Kaluha at Collaton, the bitch is out of Ch Belleville Petticoat Lane and the young dog out of Petticoat Lane’s daughter, Belleville Lace Petticoat.  BELLEVILLE ANGELLO, the Best Puppy, is by Ch Belleville Premonition out of Belleville Another Angel.   The Jaeva team won the RCC in dogs with their Finnish imported champion HEILURIHÄNNÄN FROM ME TO YOU owned in partnership by Martin Phillips, Andrew Gullick and his breeder Mrs Kirsti Nieminen, by Fin Ch Allright Smart Rupert out of Ch/Fin/Swe Ch Rosara Love Me Do at Jaeva.  JAEVA BAG OF TRICKS won the Bitch RCC, she is co-owned by the late Mrs Brenda Jones and her breeder, Martin Phillips, she is by Jaeva Gorden Bennett out of Jaeva Rag Doll.  

RICHMOND

A beautiful day with sun shining on dry ground, what a contrast from last year’s mud bath at Loseley Park near Guildford.  Norfolks were judged by Mr Paul Wilkinson on Saturday 12th September where he drew an entry of 11 dogs and 28 bitches, with 2 dogs and 9 bitches absent.  

It was a good day for Diane Jenkins as CH KINSRIDGE TOP DOLLAR JW again was Best of Breed after winning the Dog CC, her red puppy, KINSRIDGE HOT TIP was Best Puppy - she is by Kinsridge Jack Daniels out of Ch Foxhouse On Fire at Kinsridge, and Little Redhead at Kinsridge also won her class.

Cathy Thompson-Morgan also shared the celebrations as this was a crowning 3rd Challenge Certificate for her BELLEVILLE ROLL THE DICE, following her success last week under Jill Stevenson at City of Birmingham and at Windsor from Rita Mitchell.  Cathy has now made up three champion bitches this year, first was 

Ch Belleville Silk Petticoat (SA Ch Macsnest Nik The Kaluha at Collaton x 

Ch Belleville Petticoat Lane) followed by Ch Belleville Lucky Dice (by Ch Brickin Held To Ransom) and now her half sister, Belleville Roll The Dice (by Ch Belleville Rumour Nothing), both out of Belleville Tumbling Dice.  Cathy’s b/t BELLEVILLE BLACKLACE again won the dog RCC and she also took the bitch RCC with another junior, BELLEVILLE INTUITION who had won the bitch ticket at Wales. (Ch Belleville Thunder Struck – Belleville Rendition.)  To cap it all their Portuguese Water Dog bitch which is jointly owned but shown by her husband, Ed Morgan, won the single CC and was Best of Breed; HOOLIGAN MEIA NOITE AT BELLEVILLE, was imported from Finland; she was also responsible for Cathy’s sprained ankle at WELKS.

CITY OF BIRMINGHAM 

Held at the NAC, Stoneleigh Park near Coventry, the Terrier Group was scheduled on the second day of the show on Saturday 5th September. Norfolks were judged on a carpeted ring at the far end of a large hanger that kept us protected from the blustery cold wind outside.  This was the first time Norfolk specialist Jill Stevenson (Brickin) was awarding CCs, and she drew a good entry of 26 dogs (5 absent) and 39 bitches (10 absent) and once again CH KINSRIDGE TOP DOLLAR JW was Best of Breed winning his 10th CC, bred and shown by Diane Jenkins.  Gaining her 2nd CC was Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s BELLEVILLE ROLL THE DICE, homebred by 

Ch Belleville Rumour Nothing out of Belleville Tumbling Dice.  

In a repeat of the WKC and Bournemouth placings Cathy’s junior b/t BELLEVILLE BLACKLACE, won the Dog RCC, he is by SA Ch Macsnest Nik The Kaluha at Collaton (imp) out of Belleville Lace Petticoat; and Martin Phillips with JAEVA BAG OF TRICKS won the Bitch RCC from the Post Graduate Class, she is co-owned with the late Mrs Brenda Jones of the Zippor affix; their bitch is by Jaeva Gorden Bennett out of Jaeva Rag Doll.  Jaeva was also responsible for the Best Puppy in the young dog, JAEVA ROGER THE BUTLER, handled today by Andrew Gullick, bred and owned by Martin Phillips, he is by imported Fin Ch Heilurihännän From Me To You out of Ch Jaeva Maid To Order.

We now have one dog and two bitches who have won 2 challenge certificates, Fin Ch Heilurihännän From Me To You (imp), Brymarden Copper Kettle and Belleville Roll The Dice. So far three dogs have won single CCs this year, Roxway Direct Line, Wharfvalley Kir Royale and Brickin Told You So and there are three bitches with their first CCs won this year, Jaeva Bag Of Tricks, Valentines Cherry Crumble and Belleville Intuition. There are two dogs with single CCs won before this year, Moortop Hot Roll and Richell Contraband JW, and six bitches: Belleville Another Angel, Brickin Dance Away, Kinsridge Kit N’Caboodle , Krisma Nipntuck, Nanfan Chick Pea and Vichea Hot Gossip.  

WELSH KENNEL CLUB
 
Mrs Renée Sporre-Willis from Sweden judged Norfolk Terriers at the Builth Wells showground in the middle of Wales on Sunday 23rd August.   Bred and shown by Diane Jenkins, CH KINSRIDGE TOP DOLLAR JW continued his winning ways with Best of Breed and his 9th Dog CC – he is by Kinsridge Jack Daniels out of Ch Kinsridge Sunflower. Winning her first CC was Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s BELLEVILLE INTUITION from the Junior Bitch class, she is a repeat mating to Ch Belleville Premonition, last year’s top male, sired by Ch Belleville Thunderstruck out of Belleville Rendition, a Ch Strathinver Red Red Red daughter, and had won the bitch  RCC at LKA last year. Cathy’s young black & tan junior dog, BELLEVILLE BLACKLACE gained his second RCC and Martin Phillips & Brenda Jones’ JAEVA BAG OF TRICKS was the Bitch RCC, she already has 1 CC from East of England and now 3 RCCs, details of their breeding are in the paragraph below.  Best Puppy was Jill Stevenson’s bitch BRICKIN NEAT AND TIDY by Brickin Smart Outlook out of Brickin Get Away.

BOURNEMOUTH

The show takes place on the Hampshire Showground in the middle of the New Forest between Lyndhurst and Brockenhurst. This year it was held just a week after Paignton and was also on a Monday, the 10th August. Preceded by two fine days, we drew the short straw, although at 8.30am the sky was blue, the clouds rapidly blew over but judging just managed to finish outside under intermittent drizzle conditions; 
Miss Julie Moyes was judging Norfolks for the first time at CC level and once again CH KINSRIDGE TOP DOLLAR JW and Diane Jenkins emerged triumphant, with Best of Breed and winning his 8th CC, he has also won G4 at Bath which has no tickets now.  But gaining her 3rd crowning CC in bitches was Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s BELLEVILLE LUCKY DICE, (subject to confirmation with the KC) she is by Ch Brickin Held To Ransom out of Belleville Tumbling Dice; her previous CCs were won last year at Border Union under Mr Jeff Luscott and at Three Counties from Mrs Ferelith Somerfield. She is only the second bitch to be made up this year and follows her kennelmate, Ch Belleville Silk Petticoat.  The two dogs made up this year are Ch Tom Tom at Jaeva and Ch Kinsridge Top Dollar – he won his Junior Warrant last year.   
The Dog RCC and Best Puppy went to Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s black & tan BELLEVILLE BLACKLACE (SA Ch Macsnest Nik The Kaluha at Collaton (imp) out of Belleville Lace Petticoat), and the RBCC to Mrs Brenda Jones & Martin Phillips’ JAEVA BAG OF TRICKS, who is by Jaeva Gorden Bennet out of Jaeva Rag Doll.
PAIGNTON
 
Another show that has changed its traditional dates from July to Monday 3rd August; it is now happily ensconced in the Royal Devon Showground at Westpoint, just outside Exeter with very good facilities, hard core in the car parks - a boon in bad weather,  excellent loos with hot water and even hot showers, and no charges for visitors.  Norfolks this year were in the main hall, and much appreciated being judged first in half the Best in Show ring that sported a carpet. With two breeds following the Norfolks, plus Puppy and Junior Stakes classes to be judged before the Groups, there was no time to hang around.
 
The judge, Mrs Cherry Howard, awarded the Dog CC and Best of Breed to 
CH KINSRIDGE TOP DOLLAR JW, bred and owned by Diane Jenkins, by Kinsridge Jack Daniels out of Ch Kinsridge Sunflower, this was his 7th CC.  But winning their first ever CC was Karen Hurrion and VALENTINES CHERRY CRUMBLE, who was looking spot on and together they put up a great performance; Crumble is by Ch Belleville Premonition out of Tyark Treacle – this is the first Norfolk Karen has bred and shown, though she is well known in the horse world.
The Dog RCC went to Jill Stevenson’s BRICKIN TOLD YOU SO - his details are below, and she also won Best Puppy with BRICKIN NEAT AND TIDY, nicely named by Brickin Smart Outlook out of Brickin Get Away. The Bitch RCC went to Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s BELLEVILLE ROLL THE DICE, home bred by 
Ch Belleville Rumour Nothing out of Belleville Tumbling Dice.  Cathy also went on to triumph in Puppy Stakes class later in the afternoon winning a huge class of dog puppies then beating the winning bitch to be overall winner on the first day with BELLEVILLE BLACKLACE by Ch Macsnest Nik the Kaluha at Collaton (imp) 
ex Belleville Lace Petticoat.

EAST OF ENGLAND
 
This show has moved from its traditional mid week spot to three days at the weekend; Norfolks were judged on Friday 10th July by Mrs Patsy Hollings, and a Jaeva bitch got Best of Breed.  A day of newcomers to high honours, JAEVA BAG OF TRICKS came from the Junior Class to get her first CC, bred and exhibited by Martin Phillips she is now in the joint ownership with Brenda Jones; she is by Jaeva Gorden Bennett x Jaeva Rag Doll. The dog CC was also a first one for Jill Stevenson’s BRICKIN TOLD YOU SO, also just a Junior, who won the limit class, he is by SA Ch Macnest Nik The Kaluha at Collaton out of Ch Brickin Fly Away.   The Reserve Dog CC went to the Finnish dog now with the Jaeva team, HEILURIHÄNNÄN FROM ME TO YOU (Allright Smart Rupert x Int Ch Rosara Love Me Do at Jaeva).  Another newcomer won the Bitch RCC and Best Puppy, this was Jackie Phillip’s BLAKENS PARTY POPPER, carrying her new affix, she is also sired by Jaeva Gorden Bennett but out of Little Miss Pepper Pot. 

WINDSOR
 
A very hot day at Windsor on Saturday 4th July and everyone crowded into shade wherever possible; the layout of the rings has much improved so that half the ring was shady, and the famous picnic including strawberries and cream organised by Elisabeth Matell was laid out after the judging and the delicious food and drink much appreciated by exhibitors and friends.
Mrs Rita Mitchell was judging Norfolks and she drew an entry of 56, 21 dogs and 35 bitches.  Once again Diane Jenkins and 
CH KINSRIDGE TOP DOLLAR were triumphant with Best of Breed after winning the Dog CC, he is by Kinsridge Jack Daniels x Ch Kinsridge Sunflower. But this was a first CC today for Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s BELLEVILLE ROLL THE DICE (Ch Belleville Rumour Nothing x Belleville Tumbling Dice), her older half sister BELLEVILLE LUCKY DICE by Ch Brickin Held To Ransom had to settle for the Reserve CC.  The Dog RCC was Patsy Green’s WHARFVALLEY KIR ROYALE (Ch Jiffy The Sky’s The Limit x Wharfvalley Bells).  Best Puppy was the black and tan of Cathy’s BELLEVILLE BLACKLACE (SA Ch Macnest Nik The Kaluha at Collaton x Belleville Lace Petticoat).

We don’t have challenge certificates at Blackpool on Saturday 28th June, where Dr Goran Bodegard  from Sweden judged Norfolks.  His choice for Best of Breed and Best Bitch was newly crowned CH BELLEVILLE SILK PETTICOAT owned & bred by Cathy Thompson-Morgan, Best Dog & Best Puppy went to JAEVA MIDAS TOUCH AT SALTARELLO  (Jaeva Rags To Riches x Rushmi Hot Love) owned by Beverley Fraser; Reserve Best Dog was HEY SMART LOOKIN AT NORDALSET (Ch Belleville Smart Alec x Tyark Treacle) owned by Linda & Michael Philip and Reserve Best Bitch was Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s BELLEVILLE INTUITION (Ch Belleville Thunder Struck x Belleville Rendition). 

BORDER UNION
 
Saturday, 20th June was Terrier Day at Border Union where Norfolks were judged by Mrs Eileen Needham.  The first champion bitch of the year was made up when she gave Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s BELLEVILLE SILK PETTICOAT her crowning CC (subject to ratification with the KC).  By the very successful sire SA Ch Macnest Nik the Kaluha at Collaton (imp) out of Belleville Petticoat Lane she won her first CC & Best of Breed under Martin Phillips at WELKS in April this year, and her second also with BOB from Patsy Green at Southern Counties a fortnight ago.  2nd in the Limit Bitch class with the RCC was Bryan & Marilyn Claydon’s BRYMARDEN COPPER KETTLE, she was bred by Mrs C Claydon Atkinson by Brymarden Carbon Copy out of Brymarden Can Can.   
The Dog CC was a second such award for the Finnish imported dog FIN CH HEILURIHÄNNÄN FROM ME TO YOU jointly owned now by Martin Phillips, Andrew Gullick and his breeder Mrs K Nieminen, he is by Allright Smart Rupert (a Ch Belleville Smart Alec son) out of Ch Rosara Love Me Do at Jaeva, a Jaeva Duty Free daughter who was made up in 2000.  The Dog RCC went to Diane Jenkins with her CH KINSRIDGE TOP DOLLAR, details below.  
Best Puppy was her bitch LITTLE RED HEAD AT KINSRIDGE, bred by Miss B Cross by Foxhouse Forever Freddie ex Spitewinter Easy Talk. 

THREE COUNTIES
 
A midweek show on Tuesday 16th June judged by Mrs Ferelith Somerfield; she gave the Dog CC and Best of Breed to CH KINSRIDGE TOP DOLLAR owned and bred by Diane Jenkins, he is by Kinsridge Jack Daniels out of Ch Kinsridge Sunflower, this was his first show since BATH (no CCs) where after winning Best of Breed from breed judge Mrs Margaret Ruffles he had been 4th in the Terrier Group judged by Mr Nolan Dale. 
Winning her first CC this year, following a CC & BoB at Border Union last year (Judge Jeff Luscott) was Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s BELLEVILLE LUCKY DICE, who is by Ch Brickin Held To Ransom out of Belleville Tumbling Dice. 2nd to her in the Open Class and RCC was Norma Newton with STRATHINVER BE SMART, home bred by Strathinver Songwriter out of Strathinver Simply Smart, returning from maternal duties.  
RCC in dogs and winning his first such award was Cathy Thompson-Morgan with KAPITADA DANDY LION AT BELLEVILLE, bred by Marilyn Bettesworth he is by Ch Belleville Smart Alec out of Kapitada Sweet Serenade.  Best Puppy went to Cathy’s BELLEVILLE BLACKLACE (SA Ch Macsnest Nik The Kaluha at Collaton (imp) out of Belleville Lace Petticoat.)
SOUTHERN COUNTIES
 
This was  held on Saturday 6th June on the Newbury Showground just beside the M4/A34 junction, although only a short distance the queues can take some time from the slip road.  The forecast was awful, but weather not as bad as feared, more drizzle than downpour, but Norfolks took refuge in the wet weather tent and stayed on their benches – if it had been fine, our ring would have been at the furthest point of the showground from our car park.  The grass had only been rough cut the night before and was very spiky and the ground uneven with holes, which caused a problem for Mrs Patsy Green (Wharfvalley) who was judging the breed at Ch level for the first time; she drew an entry of 45 dogs, 18 dogs and 27 bitches. 
Winning her second CC and Best of Breed was Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s BELLEVILLE SILK PETTICOAT (SA Ch Macsnest Nik The Kaluha at Collaton (imp) out of Belleville Petticoat Lane), she also won Best Puppy with BELLEVILLE BLACKLACE, a half brother by the same dog ex Belleville Lace Petticoat.   The Jaeva team dominated the top awards in dogs, with their imported Finnish champion winning his first CC, HEILURIHÄNNÄN FROM ME TO YOU (Allright Smart Rupert – Ch Rosara Love Me Do at Jaeva) with the RCC going to the junior, black & tan Jaeva Pocket Rocket (Jaeva For Heavens Sake – Jaeva Black Eyed Pea).  
Jill Stevenson and BRICKIN SKIP AWAY won their third bitch RCC, she is also by 
SA Ch Nik The Kaluha at Collaton but out of Ch Brickin Fly Away.
Cathy Thompson-Morgan went on to be first in the Breeders Terrier Group with her team of Bellevilles.  She has previously won this award at National Terrier in April.

SCOTTISH KENNEL CLUB
 
Norfolk Terrier exhibitors made the long journey north to the Royal Highland Showground at Ingliston, Edinburgh to the representative show of the Scottish Kennel Club on Saturday 16th May where Mr Andrew Gullick was judging our breed.   His choice for Best of Breed and the Bitch CC was Bryan and Marilyn Claydon’s BRYMARDEN COPPER KETTLE, the second such award for this bitch who is bred by their daughter by Brymarden Carbon Copy out of Brymarden Can Can.   
Winning his first CC after 6 RCCs was Patsy Green’s WHARFVALLEY KIR ROYALE, who has returned to the fray after a rest until he was indignant that he had been left behind at home; he is by Ch/Swe/Dan Ch Jiffy The Sky’s The Limit out of Wharfvalley Bells.  John Mitchell’s ROXWAY DIRECT LINE was the RCC after winning the Limit Dog class, he was bred by Pat Broom by Penorth Storyline at Roxway out of Roxway Quickstep.   The bitch RCC was a second such award for the Junior winner Jill Stevenson’s BRICKIN SKIP AWAY (SA Ch Macsnest Nik the Kaluha at Collaton (imp) out of Ch Brickin Fly Away). Best Puppy again was Beverley Fraser’s JAEVA MIDAS TOUCH bred by Michael Phillips by Jaeva Rags To Riches – Rushmi Hot Love.

THE NATIONAL
Norfolk Terriers were judged by Mrs Lesley Crawley on Thursday 7th May at The National Show; this is no longer held at Birmingham but at the Staffordshire County Showground.  Winner of the Bitch CC and Best of Breed was black & tan 
CH VICHEA PICK AND MIX; this was her 7th CC, and she has 5 Best of Breeds including two NTC of GB championship show BoBs to her credit; she is owned by Jackie Phillips and bred by Jane Devereux, she is by Ch Jaeva For Petes Sake out of Vichea Piquet Player.  
The dog CC went to CH KINSRIDGE TOP DOLLAR who was made up at Crufts this year, owned and bred by Diane Jenkins, he is by Kinsridge Jack Daniels out of Ch Kinsridge Sunflower.  
Jaeva breeding was well to the fore, providing a memorable day for Jackie Phillips as she started by winning the Dog RCC with JAEVA POCKET ROCKET, (Jaeva For Heavens Sake x Jaeva Black Eyed Pea) bred by her brother, Martin, who also bred the Bitch RCC  owned now in partnership with Mrs Brenda Jones in JAEVA BAG OF TRICKS (Jaeva Gorden Bennett – Jaeva Rag Doll) and he also produced the Best Puppy for Mrs Beverley Fraser JAEVA MIDAS TOUCH AT SALTARETTO, (Jaeva Rags To Riches – Rushmi Hot Love). Congratulations to them as this dog puppy went on to be second in the Puppy Group later which was judged by Mr Edward Allen.

WELKS
 The West of England Ladies Kennel Society Show was held on Saturday 25th April at the Three Counties Showground at Malvern; it is the first of the outdoor shows – if the weather and the ground are dry, but this year early morning rain, and the threat of further downpours left exhibitors playing safe indoors in a large cattle shed, which was much improved by blue carpeting.  Mr Martin Phillips of the Jaeva affix was our judge; he had a busy day, awarding CCs first to Manchester Terriers, then Norfolks, followed by Skye Terriers.  All new names came to the fore, Best of Breed with her first CC was the Junior Bitch winner, Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s BELLEVILLE SILK PETTICOAT, who had been Best Bitch at our Club Christmas show in 2008; she is by SA Ch Macsnest Nik the Kaluha at Collaton (imp) out of Belleville Petticoat Lane. 
The dog CC was the first challenge certificate ever for his owner as well, John Mitchell and ROXWAY DIRECT LINE, who was bred by Pat Broom by Penorth Storyline of Roxway – Roxway Quickstep, this is the first Norfolk John has owned, as he also exhibits Smooth Fox Terriers like Pat, but he has known Norfolks since Doreen & Bill Ducker’s Barrowby kennel in the 1970s who also had both breeds.
 
LOWMITA SWEET WILLIAM won the Dog RCC, owned and expertly handled by Gina Dorkins, but bred by her mother Dorothy Dorkins; he is sired by the last Nanfan-born dog, Nanfan Chivalry out of Lowmita Sweet Pea.   The RCC in bitches went to BRICKIN SKIP AWAY, another young bitch by Linda & Michael Philip’s SA Ch Macsnest Nik the Kaluha at Collaton (imp) out of Ch Brickin Fly Away, and this sire was also responsible for Best Puppy in Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s youngster from the Minor Puppy Dog class, BELLEVILLE BLACKLACE but out of her Belleville Lace Petticoat – today he was shown by Lesley Harpham as Cathy was limping from a sprained ankle. 

THE SPRING OPEN SHOW
THE SPRING OPEN SHOW of the Norfolk Terrier Club of GB was held on Saturday 18th April in the afternoon after the AGM at Brackley Leisure Centre;  
Mr Tom Johnston was our judge.  Martin Phillips was once again successful with his black & tan youngster, CH* TOM TOM at JAEVA winning the Junior Class, Best Dog and then Best in Show.  Reserve Best in Show went to Andrew Gullick & Robert Oliver’s JAEVA KISS ME HARDY from the Post Graduate Dog class who had been RBD (Ch Jaeva For Petes Sake – Jaeva Helfa Leather).  Best Opposite Sex and Best Bitch went to Jill Stephenson’s BRICKIN SMART DELIGHT (Brickin Smart Outlook – Brickin Naughty Nature – thus a half sister to Tom Tom), and RBB to the junior bitch winner, GOLDEN BREEZE owned and bred by Margaret Horne (Ch Krisma Crossfire – Louby Loo).   Best Puppy went to the minor puppy dog, Mrs Beverley Fraser’s JAEVA MIDAS TOUCH (Jaeva Rags To Riches – Rushmi Hot Love).

NATIONAL TERRIER
This show is traditionally held on the first Saturday in April, this year on the 4th at Bingley Hall, at the County Showground of Staffordshire.  Here new puppies make their debut, together with our judge, Mr Garry Mason (Glenhafod) who was giving CCs for the first time – he has exhibited Borzois and bred and shown champions in Norwich Terriers. His choice for Best of Breed was his Bitch CC winner, Bryan & Marilyn Claydon’s BRYMARDEN COPPER KETTLE, her first such award, she is by Brymarden Carbon Copy out of Brymarden Can Can.  

The Dog CC winner gained his 3rd qualifying title in TOM TOM AT JAEVA, (subject to confirmation by the KC); he has had a sensational start to his career, winning the Dog CC at our Club Championship Show in September, (judge Cathy Thompson-Morgan) and at LKA with BoB (judge Sue McCourt), BIS at our Christmas Open Show (judge Nan Chadwick) while still a puppy and RCC at Crufts in March.  Bred by Mrs A Walton he is by Brickin Smart Outlook ex Killer Queen (by Ch/SA Ch Jaeva Dutch Courage) he is owned and shown by Martin Phillips.  
The RDCC went to his Crufts conqueror, Diane Jenkins’ CH KINSRIDGE TOP DOLLAR JW (his breeding below), but the Bitch RCC was another newcomer rarely seen over here, from Ireland, the Hammond’s BELLEVILLE MYSTERY LANE, who was 2nd to the BCC winner from the Post Graduate bitch class;  she is by 
Ch Belleville Thunder Struck out of Ch Belleville Penny Lane.  Best Puppy from the bitch classes was a repeat from Crufts, Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s BELLEVILLE INTUITION who is another bitch by Ch Belleville Thunder Struck but out of Belleville Rendition.

The new Breeders Competition organised by the Kennel Club got off to an excellent start here from a Norfolk point of view as the BELLEVILLE Kennel won the overall group competition; Cathy was joined by helpers Lesley Crawley, Matthew Oddie and Beverley Fraser to handle her team.

CRUFTS
 
The show season starts for Norfolk Terriers with CRUFTS, where only dogs and bitches that have qualified are allowed to enter.  It is held at the NEC in Birmingham, and Terriers and Hounds were judged on the first of the four days, on Thursday 5th March.  The exhibition centre is transformed by black & white carpeting in the walkways and green carpet in the rings, which are crowded by spectators and visitors from all over the world who have come to see the cream of the breeds and to buy dog-related items from the many stalls.  
 
Our judge this year was Mr Max King, a terrier all-rounder, and he chose for the Bitch CC and Best of Breed last year’s top winner, CH JAEVA FALLEN ANGEL, owned by Mrs Beatrice Phillips and Mrs Kate Tate, shown by Andrew Gullick but bred by Martin Phillips.  She is by Ch Jaeva For Petes Sake out of Merauder Tik Tak.  
 
Winning the Dog CC with his third crowning ticket was KINSRIDGE TOP DOLLAR, owned, bred and shown by Diane Jenkins, this dog had been the top puppy last year, he is by Kinsridge Jack Daniels out of Ch Kinsridge Sunflower; his two previous CCs were won last year at Southern Counties with BoB under Mr Bill Browne-Cole and at Paignton from Mr Maurice Marshall.  The reserve dog CC was black & tan TOM TOM AT JAEVA from the junior class, shown and owned by Martin Phillips but bred by Mrs A Walton; he is by Brickin Smart Outlook out of Killer Queen.   The bitch reserve CC went to Jackie Phillips’ CH VICHEA PICK AND MIX, another black & tan, bred by Jane Devereux by Ch Jaeva For Petes Sake out of Picquet Player.  Best Puppy was Cathy Thompson-Morgan’s BELLEVILLE INTUITION (Ch Belleville Thunder Struck out of Belleville Rendition), a repeat mating to her Ch Belleville Premonition who won the Open Dog class.
